All praise be to Allah (SWT) and His salah and salam
be upon His most beloved Prophet Muhammad (%)
and his family members.

This special issue of the International Journal
of Figh and Usul al-Figh Studies (IJFUS) contains
seven research papers on different topics of Figh and
Usil al-Figh written by mainly the lecturers of the
Department of Figh and Usul al-Figh and presented by
them in the departmental seminar of Scholarship
Advancement Program (SAP)-2022. The synopses of
these papers are provided in the following paragraphs.

The first research paper entitled “Shari‘ah
Rulings and Important Benefits of Recitation of Salah
upon the Prophet (@)” is written by Muhammad
Amanullah. Muslims who pray five-time daily prayers
recite salah upon the prophet (@f) regularly. However,
many of them neglect or do not give importance to its
recitation outside the prayer. The reason for this
negligence primarily goes back to their ignorance
about the numerous benefits of this recitation and
disadvantages of not reciting it. Therefore, this paper
discusses the Shari ‘ah rulings of reciting Salah upon the
Prophet (@) both inside and outside the five-time
daily prayers, and the benefits of reciting it, and the
disadvantages of not reciting it.

The second article “Human’s Mental Health
during the COVID-19 Pandemic: Similarity Found in
the Magqasid al-Shari‘ah and Positive Psychology” is
written by Pamilia Lourdunathana & Sayyed Mohamed
Mubhsin. This article aims to explore the mental health
of Malaysian University students, focusing on a group
of ITUM students, during the COVID-19 Pandemic
from a Magqasid al-Shari‘ah perspective and positive
psychology. Based on the Magasid framework, the
study could be utilised to prioritise strategies to treat

mental health concerns at various levels that will
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ensure the preservation of human life. The ultimate

purpose of this research is to provide future
implications for a multidimensional framework of
psychological well-being based on Magqasid al-Shari ‘ah
principles. This is consistent with the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDG) that call for action to
protect humanity and to ensure that all individuals are
living in peace and prosperity.

The third paper entitled “The Impact of the
Ten Qira’at Mutawatirah on Jurists’ Disagreement in
Shari‘ah Rulings” focuses on the impact of the gira’at
mutawatirah on disagreement of jurists, as the
difference among any two gqira’at mutawatirah may
have a jurisprudential impact and be a reason for the
disagreement of scholars on many legal issues, in
which it may be difficult for the student of figh to
know the cause of the disagreement. A lack of
knowledge or unfamiliarity with the gira’at could also
cause it. Thus, this article aims to discuss this subject
matter. Findings suggest that the ten gqird’ar are
authentically transmitted from the Prophet (@f), and
they are one of the most crucial methods for
extrapolating rulings from the Qur’anic texts, which
have a considerable bearing on the divergent opinions
of jurists about Shari‘ah rulings. Experts in gira'at,
Qur’anic science, and Shari ‘ah scholars should promote
and disseminate these ten categories of gira’at among
Muslims as they are all parts of the Qur’an.

The fourth article is “The Roots of Relationship
Between Shafi‘i and Ash‘ari and their implication on
usali Thought: A Historical Analysis.” The author of
the article, Belal B. S. Salhab, aims to investigate the
reality of the relationship between Shafi‘i and Ash‘ari
by comparing their views and their impacts on usali
discourse. Through all of this, the researcher arrived at
a clearer picture of the truth regarding the madhhab
and usuli thought of Imam Ash‘ari, along with whether,

to a certain extent, his usuli thoughts were compatible

with that of Imam Shafi‘i or not.
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Che Nurul Ashigin Che Yusuf and Ahmad bin
Muhammad Husni are the authors of the fifth paper
“Autopsy as a Means of Criminal Evidence: A
Comparative Juristic Study.” Although autopsy is a
crucial method for detecting crime, some jurists
maintain that autopsy is not permissible because it
harms the dead, and Shari‘ah prohibits all forms of
aggression and harm to humans, whether they are alive
or dead. This study aims to shed light on the extent to
which the principle of necessity is allowed in the
process of forensic autopsy, and the importance of this
study lies in clarifying the ruling of necessity from the
Islamic perspective. The researchers discovered that
the cases in which autopsies were performed in
Malaysia are in accordance with the Shari‘ah, due to
their necessity.

“The Role of the Obligatory Will (Wasiyyah) in
Achieving a Sustainable Sponsorship of COVID-19
Orphans: A Magqasidic Study” is the sixth paper. The
authors of the paper Saheed Abdullahi Busari, Najeem
Adewale Sharaf and Hassan Suleiman aim to clarify the
objectives of Shari‘ah in protecting orphans and to
reveal the role of obligatory will in achieving a
sustainable sponsorship of COVID-19 orphans. The
study concludes by emphasizing the importance of
activating the system of obligatory will to take care of
COVID orphans by providing their social, economic,
and educational needs while considering the possibility
of conferring them a special status law. The study
suggests further research on a legal alternative to care
for COVID-19 victims, such as using the Social
Endowment to manage the affairs of COVID-19
orphans in the Muslim community.

The seventh article entitled “The Impact of
Home Quarantine on Mental Health in Malaysia
during the Corona Pandemic: A Magasidic Study” is
written by El Fedil Eldersevi and Fatime Eldersevi.
This study, through inductive and analytical

approaches, reveals the negative effects of home

quarantine on psychological and mental health in
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Malaysia and the means to implement the necessary
measures to protect life from COVID-19. The main
findings of the study include that the preservation of
the life and intellect can be achieved through several
means, including faith-based means such as trusting in
Allah (SWT), establishing prayer, fasting, patience, and
seeking reward from Him; as well as behavioural
means such as sleeping and waking up early, doing
some physical exercises regularly; and practising deep
breathing exercises that relieve tension. Other means
include the responsibility of the government and its
relevant ministries to broadcast programs related to
mental health care and provide psychiatrists to
alleviate the burden of the pandemic.

The editorial board of this special issue of the
International Journal of Figh and Usul al-Figh Studies
welcomes and thanks all authors who participated in
writing their research papers for this issue and all
others who contributed by continuous communication
with the authors, evaluating the papers, editing them
and doing the typesetting for them. May Allah (SWT)
accept their efforts and make the findings and
knowledge of these research papers beneficial for the
