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The International Journal of Figh and Usul al-Figh Studies (IJFUS) provides an international platform for highly
specialized discussions, encouraging innovative outlooks and insightful analyses on a wide range of modern
jurisprudential issues. Bridging the gap between classical figh texts and contemporary contexts, a comprehensive
scholarly treatment to them is also of the particular research interests of this journal. The Kulliyah of Islamic Revealed
Knowledge and Human Sciences at International Islamic University Malaysia has decided to launch the journal as a
response to the growing research interests concerning the specific application of figh and Usal al-Figh to
contemporary topics and experiences. This Journal seeks, as its audience, Islamic jurists, legal practitioners, social
scientists, and students of various Islamic disciplines.

The first issue features six articles, four in Arabic and two in English. The article by Shayuthy Abdul Manas and
Ismail Abdullah investigates the potentiality of waqf to be employed as a medium for sustainable growth and
development of nations, explaining effective ways of wagf management. In the second paper, Abu Baker Fattah and
Hossam El Din Elsefy analyze the role and practice of Sukik, comparing between Malaysia and Egypt, perceiving it
as an ideal mechanism to support large projects. Kacem Idris in his article studies the methodology of Ibn Rushd in
dealing with juristic cases and how other jurists responded to them. Ibn Rushd’s methodology is distinctive and rarely
found in other juristic treatises. He explains the reasons of disagreement among jurists and adopts the approach of
tarjih (giving preference to one opinion, if there are multiple views) in some issues, and the approach of tawaqquf
(state of legal suspension due to the credibility and equality of evidences of both sides) for some other issues. The
article by Hakim Ebrahim Al-Shamiri scrutinizes the optimal model of upright-governance implemented by Caliph
‘Umar by which he achieved security, stability, enriched economic conditions in the country. By doing so, he would
like to produce standards of an optimal government for the contemporary Muslim countries.

The article by Noor Mahinar Binti Abu Bakar and Norhashimah Binti Mohd Yasin analyses the application of
magqasid al-Shari‘ah through the maxim of Wasatiyyah in banker-customer relationship in order to achieve good self-
governance and improved legal documentation towards a just transaction. The article by Nabil Bello et al. looks into
how magqasid al-Shari‘ah could be applied in online banking to improve the quality of delivery and prevent several
hidden and underlying harms in it.

We look forward to receiving contributions/articles from the academic community and welcome any

comments and feedback on the journal.
