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Islam in Italy: Dynamics of Community Development and Contemporary Challenges

Abstract

This study seeks to examine the development of the Muslim community in Italy and the challenges
it faces in preserving its Islamic identity while engaging actively with members of Italian society.
It aims to explore the arrival of Islam in Italy and its growth through the establishment of mosques,
cultural centers, educational initiatives and institutions, and community organizations that support
Muslims’ identity, social integration, and interreligious dialogue and cooperation. The research is
important as it investigates how Islam and Muslims have gradually become part of Italy’s society,
emphasizing the realities of migration, cultural diversity, and community interactions in
contemporary Europe. The historical, descriptive, and analytical methods are adopted to explore
the arrival of Islam in Italy and to address the issues of legal recognition, Islamophobia, media
representation, and identity rights among younger generations born and raised in Italy as key
contemporary challenges faced by Muslims in the country. The paper focuses its discussion on: a)
Historical background of Islam in Italy, b) Contemporary presence of Islam in Italy, ¢) Muslim
Organization in Italy, d) Italian Muslim population, e¢) Challenges of Italian Muslim population,
and f) Solutions. The study concludes that, despite the social, economic, and administrative

challenges, Italian Muslims continue to adapt, grow, and contribute effectively to Italian society.

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Also, the article offers new insights through discussions on minority experiences and social

integration by examining the historical, sociological, and religious experiences of Muslims in Italy.

Abstrak

Kajian ini bertujuan meneliti perkembangan komuniti Muslim di Itali serta cabaran yang dihadapi
dalam mengekalkan identiti Islam mereka sambil terlibat secara aktif dengan anggota masyarakat
[tali. Kajian ini juga bertujuan meneroka kedatangan Islam ke Itali dan perkembangannya melalui
penubuhan masjid, pusat kebudayaan, inisiatif dan institusi pendidikan, serta organisasi komuniti
yang menyokong identiti Muslim, integrasi sosial, dan dialog serta kerjasama antara agama. Kajian
ini penting kerana ia mengkaji bagaimana Islam dan umat Islam secara beransur-ansur menjadi
sebahagian daripada masyarakat Itali, dengan menekankan realiti migrasi, kepelbagaian budaya,
dan interaksi komuniti dalam konteks Eropah kontemporari. Kaedah sejarah, deskriptif dan
analitikal digunakan untuk meneliti kedatangan Islam ke Itali serta membincangkan isu-isu
pengiktirafan undang-undang, Islamofobia, representasi media, dan hak identiti dalam kalangan
generasi muda yang dilahirkan dan dibesarkan di Itali sebagai cabaran utama yang dihadapi oleh
umat Islam di negara tersebut. Makalah ini memfokuskan perbincangannya kepada: a) latar
belakang sejarah Islam di Itali, b) kehadiran Islam di Itali pada masa kini, c¢) organisasi Muslim di
Itali, d) populasi Muslim Itali, e) cabaran yang dihadapi oleh populasi Muslim Itali, dan f)
penyelesaian yang dicadangkan. Kajian ini menyimpulkan bahawa walaupun berdepan dengan
cabaran sosial, ekonomi dan pentadbiran, umat Islam di Itali terus menyesuaikan diri, berkembang,
dan menyumbang secara berkesan kepada masyarakat Itali. Selain itu, artikel ini menawarkan
perspektif baharu melalui perbincangan mengenai pengalaman golongan minoriti dan integrasi

sosial dengan meneliti pengalaman sejarah, sosiologi dan keagamaan umat Islam di Itali.

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Introduction

Italy has become one of the most significant destinations for Muslim migration in Southern Europe
over the last few decades. Even though historically, Italy is known for its Catholic and culturally
homogeneous society, in the contemporary context, Italy’s society consists members of other
religious communities, including Muslims. Although, the history of the presence of Islam and
Muslims in Italy goes back to the early days of expansion of Muslims territories outside the
Arabian Peninsula, its contemporary context has a different narration. The contemporary
community structure of Muslim population in Italy composes of immigrants, refugees, reverts
(Muslims of Italian origin), including second-generation citizens from North Africa, the Balkans,
South Asia, and the Middle East. Indeed, such presence has reshaped Italy’s religious landscape
and created new spaces of intercultural interactions and interreligious encounters. Amid these
transformations, the Muslim community has encountered numerous challenges in the social,
cultural, religious, economic, legal, and educational spheres. Addressing these challenges through
appropriate policies and practical solutions is essential for enhancing social relations, fostering
interreligious dialogue, and promoting constructive cooperation between Muslims and other

members of the Italian society.

Various scholars have contributed through their writings to the arrival of Islam and
Muslims in Italy emphasizing the community development and challenges. Chiara Anna Cascino
concludes in her research that the pathways contributing to the development of community
building and identity reconstruction are multidirectional. She argues that “the peripheries of Islam
do not simply receive the religious influence from the center. Instead, the concept of circularity is

foundational to the processes of community building and identity reconstruction.”’ Giammarco
Mancinelli states in his research that “mosques shape the experiences of immigrants’ children in

the face of...exclusion from full civic belonging (“we, the equal citizens”) and exclusion from the

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urban and civil fabric of the city.”* He asserts that “mosque-based socialization” may help Muslims
to construct their identities compatible with civic participation or incompatible with the local
democratic space. Mancinelli raises the question: “is being a “mosque Muslim” a barrier or a
bridge to civic integration and to challenging both individual and collective marginality?”* For
Francesco Alicino Italy’s “current legal framework does not prevent legal recognition of Muslim
communities. ... obstacle in this regard is the influence of politics and the predominant (political)
role of the government.” Also, its Constitution “guarantees to all religious denominations and
associated organizations equal freedom before the law,....”* Roberta Ricucci maintains in her study
that “symbolic religiosity, belonging to Islam can be translated into recognition of a common
Muslim identity which is shared and practiced within associational activities but is not necessarily
tied to the observance of practices”.” It is remarked from such inclination that two Muslim groups
were formed. The first group consists of those practicing Muslims, and the second group includes
those non-practicing Muslims, who see Islam as an identity. Another scholar, James A. Toronto
maintains in his work that Muslims in Italy are witnessing structural and social challenges posed
by “the diversity and divisions found within the Muslim community itself, deep-seated mistrust of
Islam in Italian society, media coverage that tends to be biased and inaccurate, and ambivalence

on the part of the Catholic Church hierarchy toward Islam and other religious minorities™.°

These studies have contributed greatly to the subject on Islam in Italy while looking at it
from a diverse context concerning various issues related to Muslim community in Italy.

Nevertheless, a comprehensive representation of Islam in Italy covering the past, present, and the

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future developments has not been addressed in these works. Therefore, this study on “Islam in
Italy: Dynamics of Community Development and Contemporary Challenges,” seeks to examine
how Muslim communities in Italy have developed institutionally, socially, and culturally, including
the major challenges they face in contemporary Italian society, which follows European standards.
Its main objective is to provide insights on how Islam arrived in Italy and the way Muslims

established and sustained their community including their adaptation to the Italian society.

The methodology employed in this research paper is qualitative by referring to library-
based resources including the online published articles and books, as well as reliable websites. The
methodology includes historical, descriptive, and analytical approaches. The historical approach
is used to collect data from various historical sources addressing the early emergence of Islam in
Italy and the development of Muslim community. Descriptive method is used to interpret the
collected data and relate them to the themes and subthemes of this paper. Analytical method is
employed to analyze historical facts and information in light of the contextual aspect concerning
the contemporary challenges faced by Muslim community in Italy as well as the solutions. It is
important to mention that the researchers know Italian, Arabic, and English languages, and
therefore, have refereed to sources written in those three languages. The personal experience of
one of the researchers, who resides in Italy and engages in many social-oriented activities with

Muslims and others, especially the Italian Christians.

The data have been selected according to their relationship with the content of discussion
in this paper. Looking at the early development of Muslim community in Italy, priority has been
given to sources written in Italian language by both Muslim and other Italian scholars. Such
sources have been translated to Arabic and have been kept in the Library in Sicily. Contributions
of various Muslim organizations have been used as data for this study while browsing their
websites to collect the required information. Besides, works written in English have been used to

support this research. The selection of data resources has been made according to the themes
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covered in this paper. So, this study has limited its scope to selected data that are connected to the

main themes of this research.

This study is very significant as it creates awareness about the arrival of Islam in Italy
emphasizing the dynamics of how Muslim community developed and sustained itself and what are
key challenges they faced while living in the Italian society. Also, it provides insightful information
for people through which their perception about the presence of Islam and Muslims in Italy will
improve. The following questions are raised: When did Islam emerge in Italy? How did Muslims
develop their community? What are the contemporary challenges faced by Muslims in Italy? To
answer these questions, this research seeks to investigate the following issues: (1) Historical
background of Islam in Italy, (2) Contemporary presence of Islam in Italy, (3) Muslim Organization
in Italy, (4) Italian Muslim population, (5) Challenges of Italian Muslim population, and (6)

Solutions.
Historical Background of Islam in Italy

The first two European countries, which were conquered by Muslims were Spain and Italy.
However, the history of Islam in the Italian peninsula is different from that of the Iberian Peninsula.
The Islamic domain in Spain began in 711A.D. and lasted for almost seven centuries, while the
presence of Islam in Italy, mainly in Sicily, began in 827A.D. and ended after two and a half

centuries.

There are several reasons for this difference: firstly, a geographical reason related to the
fact that Spain is closer to Morocco than Italy is to Tunisia; and, secondly, a political reason
concerning the fact that in Italy there was and there is Rome, the seat of the Papacy, the most

important Christian institution (now the Catholic Church).

Moreover, in the ninth century in Northern Italy, there was an important military influence
of the Roman Empire, while southern Italy was part of the Byzantine Empire, whose capital was

Constantinople. This does not mean that until 827A.D., there was not any Islamic presence in Italy.
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The arrival of Islam in Italy began during Mu‘awiya ibn Abi Sufyan’s Caliphate in 652A.D. Later
it is reported that there have been more than 10 other conquests in 669A.D., 703A.D., 728A.D.,
729A.D., 730A.D., 731A.D., 734A.D., 740A.D., 752A.D., 805A.D., 806A.D., 812A.D., and
821A.D.” However, it was only in 827A.D., when a well-organized conquest was conducted by
the 70-year-old Qadi Assad ibn al-Furat on behalf of the Aghlabi Amir Ziyadat-Allah the I of
Qayrawan, namely, to help Euphemius of Messina in Sicily who asked for their help against the
Byzantine Empire.® To understand the arrival of Islam in Italy, it is important to discuss its presence
in [taly including the remains of its rich heritage, such as mosques, Arabic scripts and masterpieces,

as well as buildings with Islamic architectural designs.
The Presence of Islam in Italy

The arrival of Islam in Italy can be divided into four periods. The first period (827A.D.-909A.D.)
is that of the Aghlabids, who in almost 30 years conquered all Sicily and part of Southern Italy
(Bari, Taranto) and somehow Sardinia. The Aghlabids came to Sicily namely to help Euphemius
of Messina (Sicily), who asked for their help against the Byzantine Empire for whom he was
working. The 70-year-old Qadi Assad ibn al-Furat organized the invasion on behalf of the Aghlabid
amir Ziyadat Allah the I of Qayrawan. The second period (909A.D.-965A.D.) is that of the
Fatimids who took over the Aghlabids in Africa, as well as in Sicily. When the Fatimids transferred

their capital to Cairo, they left Sicily to a trusted family of Yemeni origin, the Kalbids, who ruled

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Sicily for almost a century (965A.D.-1053A.D.). Historically, the period under the Kalbids is
considered the golden age of the presence of Islam in Sicily. In the last period (1053A.D.-
1091A.D.), Sicily was divided into three regions, each with a different ruler (Qadi). It was one of
these rulers, Muhammad ibn Ibrahim, called Ibn al-Thumna (Al (5 camall mal ) (3 2ass) who, in
1061A.D., asked for the help of the Christians against his Muslim brothers. A French militia led
by the Hauteville family, known also as the Normans, because they were from Normandy (France),
came to help Ibn al-Thumna. But with Roger the I and Roger the II the Hauteville family conquered

for themselves in three decades all of Sicily.’

For almost another 150 years, Italian Muslims under the Hauteville family, as well as under
the German Hohenstaufen family, who ruled Sicily after the Normans, were not forced to leave
Sicily although many of them did leave. Fredrik the IT of Hohenstaufen in his last years (1223A.D.-
1240A.D.) deported the remaining 60 thousand Sicilian Muslims out of Sicily in the city of Lucera,
in Apulia. In 1300A.D. another French militia led by the Anjou family, which came to help the
papacy against the Hohenstaufen family, under the direct order of Pope Bonifacio VIII, physically
definitely eliminated the Islamic presence from Lucera and thus from all Italy. When Muslims
arrived in Sicily, they found in it the presence of Christian Orthodox Church related to the
Byzantine Empire, which, when they left it (Sicily), was replaced by the Christian Catholic
Church.!® Later the Ottomans tried small-scaled expansion in Southern Italy for a couple of

centuries, but without significant success.
What Remains of Italy’s Islamic Presence (8274.D.-1091A.D.)?

Regrettably, there is not much left. In a few decades the Papacy did all what it could to cancel

completely the memory of the presence of Islam in Southern Italy. What remains is only important

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Arabic linguistic influences in the at that time new-born Italian language, and alimentary
influences especially in the Italian sweet cuisine. In fact, Palermo with the presence of Muslims
became the capital of Sicily, instead of the historical capital Syracuse, developed into one of the
major cities of medieval Europe, renowned for its large population, economic prosperity, and
numerous mosques.'! The remains of Islamic presence in Italy are what the UNESCO defines as
the Sicilian Arab-Norman heritage. Roger the II and Fredrik the II, both used the Arabic title al-
mu ‘tazz bi-llah (the one who is proud because of Allah) and were fluent in Arabic. In fact, what
both of them left was mainly with the help of Muslim craftsmen. In support of this, it is very
significant to mention some of the most important masterpieces of the Arab-Norman heritage,
namely,'? the famous Roger the II royal mantle made of silk and gold, which now is in a museum
in Vienna. It is interesting to note that on the edge of the mantle there is a Kufic inscription (in
Arabic) dated in Hegira calendar (528A.D.) and not in the Christian calendar.!> What is worldwide
known as the tabula Rogeriana (the map of Roger the II), the best world map for several centuries
in the middle ages, in which the world is shown upside down. The world is seen from the
perspective of those who live in the south, not as it is now usually seen from the perspective of
those who live in the north. It is the work of a Muslim geographer, Muhammad al-Idrisi in his
“Nuzhat al-mushtaq fi ikhtiraq al-afaq - The pleasure excursion of one who is eager to traverse the

regions of the world.”!*

The famous Palermo’s Ziza castle with its beautiful garden Genoardo, derives its name

from the Arabic name “A/- ‘Aziza and Jannat al-Ard - the Splendid and the paradise in the Earth.”

Other two columns present in the
Fardella library in Trapani have inscriptions is Arabic: “Bismillah al-Rahman al-Rahim, Thigati
bi-Allah” and “Bismillah al-Rahman al-Rahim, Hasbi Allah” (respectively “In the name of Allah,
the Especially Compassionate, the Especially Merciful I trust in Allah”™ and “In the name of Allah,
the Especially Compassionate, the Especially Merciful, Suffice Allah’’). In the Regional Museum
of Sicily there is another column where in the upper part there is the Basmala and in the middle
part the Shahadah.'> So, what steps can Italians and Italian Muslims take to strengthen their
connection with the historical presence of Islam in Italy? The researchers are of the opinion,
although it could not be easy, they can explore themselves to data dealing with historical facts,
which are presented by authoritative authors or scientific studies on archaeological sites. For
instance, there is a need for a study on the beautiful poems that Muslim poets, who lived in Sicily
left as an inspiring legacy like those of Ibn Hamdis, Ali al-Billanubi, and Muhammad Ibn al-
Quatta.'® In this sense, what was left behind by Muslims while residing in some parts and major

cities in Italy, had a great impact on the Italian society that made them to survive until today.
Contemporary Presence of Islam in Italy

As discussed above, historically, Islam has been present in Italy since the early periods of Muslims’

conquests and expansion of their territories outside the Arabian Peninsula, especially through

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commercial relationships. The presence of Islam continued to reemerge in different periods over
time. Also, contemporary presence of Muslims in Italy remains an important part of Italian society,
contributing to the country’s social and economic aspects of life, while gradually integrating into
the wider community. To provide better understanding about this subject, the researchers discuss
in this section, the contemporary situation of Muslims in Italy, which is examined based on the

following two phases or waves.
The First Wave

The recent history of the foreign presence in Italy is different from that of the other European
countries. In the last century, while countries like France, UK, Germany, and the Benelux
witnessed an immigration process mainly from their colonies for the need of manpower, Italy
instead contributed with millions of emigrants to Northern Europe and the Americas. After the
World War I, tens of thousands of Italians emigrated to the Italian colonies in Africa. Only after
the Sixties some immigrants, most of them students and businessmen, began to arrive in Italy.
Thus, after a long period when the Islamic presence in Italy was almost absent, some students,
mainly from Arab countries and Iran, arrived in Italy to achieve technical studies, mainly
architecture, medicine, and engineering. At their arrival, these students, who in their country of
origin were part of the in-power political classes or of the most advantaged economic classes,
generally had a cultural and economic level above that of the average of their peers both at their
native countries or Italy. Those students with religious interest in 1971 formed the first Italian
Muslim Association, namely, the Italian Muslim Student Association: USMI (Unione degli

Studenti Musulmani in Italia):!’

Most of the
Italian Muslim leaders have passed through this center like Dr. Mohamed Nour Dashan, Dr. Aboulkheir Breigheche,
Dr. Ali ‘Abd al-Latif Abu Shwaima. Dr. Mohamed Abdel Qader (Abu Sumaia) for decades was the imam of
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Despite ancient and medieval presences, which left significant monumental traces not only
in Sicily, modern Sunni Islam in Italy, was a modest reality until the late 1960s. During this decade,
a presence of a few hundred students (mostly Syrians, Jordanians, and Palestinians) began to
organize, joining the few businessmen and embassy staff. The late 1960s also saw the first
organized Sunni Muslim presence in Italy with the formation of the student movement that led in
1971 to the establishment of the USMI (Union of Muslim Students of Italy), which developed in
university cities starting with Perugia and opened a dozen places of prayer between 1970s and
1980s. Meanwhile, in Rome, the Islamic Cultural Center of Italy was established, with a board of
directors composed primarily of ambassadors of Sunni countries to Italy or the Holy See'®. Plans

for a large mosque in Rome began in 1974, but the official inauguration did not follow until 1995."°

As it is portrayed in the above statement, in that period the migration was mainly from the
Middle East and North Africa and in that area the Islamic sentiment was mainly related to the
Muslim Brotherhood. It is interesting to remark that the autochthon Italians, who embraced Islam
in this period, generally did so independently from Muslim immigrants. Italians approached Islam
through a cultural and sometimes even political dimensions, both right and left factions. In this

period also the autochthon Italian Muslims had a cultural level above the average of their peers.
The Second Wave

It was, however, during the worldwide migration process, which began in the last three decades of
twentieth century that the Islamic presence in Italy increased significantly. Muslims arrived in Italy
as economic and climatic migrants, with some cases of political refugees, from North Africa, Sub-

Saharan Africa, Middle East, and South-East Asia, especially Pakistan and Bangladesh. Significant

).2% Unlike the first Muslim immigration wave, these new

ex-Yugoslavia (Bosnia and Kosovo
immigrants generally came from rural areas or from poor urban districts. At the beginning the
Muslim community was formed mainly by males, but later with the family reunification process,
arrived also the wives and the offsprings. Now the Italian Islamic community is formed also by
second and sometimes third generation Italian Muslims born and raised in Italy.?! In the meantime,
the members of the Muslim community increased as a result of a significant number of autochthon
Italians embraced Islam. They were very much impressed by the positive attitude of Muslims,

which encouraged them to express their desire to embrace Islam, not only from a religious point

of view, but also through social interactions, living together, and celebrating mixed marriages.

The second wave of the presence of Islam in Italy, which is seen through the lens of
immigrants and autochthons, lies in the lower cultural, economic, and social strata of the Italian
society. The vast majority of these Muslims, who often used to participate in the religious/social
activities (Friday sermons, religious weekend meetings) and read a/-Qur’an in Arabic by reciting
it by heart, have poor theological knowledge. In addition, most members of Italian ethnic Muslim
communities remain linked to the religious organizations of their country of origin. For instance,
Muslims from the Indian subcontinent are attached to the movements close to the Jamaat Tabligh
missionary movement, and those Muslims from Sub-Saharan Africa to the Sufi movements. Many
of these Muslims are often influenced by the Islam of Wahabi and Salafist backgrounds.?? Based
on the researchers’ knowledge and reflection on the Muslims in Italy, the majority of them are
Sunnis, with a Shi'ite minority, including a few Ahmadis. Therefore, under an apparent

homogeneity, the Italian Muslim community has numerous internal currents, which, however, are

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not always able to organize themselves with autonomous mosques, mainly due to economic and
bureaucratic difficulties. This great ethnic variety and religious sensibility do not facilitate the
formation of a unified agency through which Islam is presented to Italy’s society. The lack of this
essential element continues to pose a significant challenge for Muslims in Italy. While the
community is characterized by its cultural, ethnic, linguistic, and racial diversity, achieving unity
remains an important objective. Their shared Islamic identity serves as a common bond that brings

Muslims together and encourages their active engagement within Italian society.
Muslim Organizations in Italy

There are several organizations that represent Italian Muslims in Italy. The oldest and probably the
biggest Italian Islamic organization is the UCOIIL: (Unione delle Comunita e Organizzazioni
Islamiche in Italia), which in 1990 took over from USMI (Unione degli Studenti Musulmani in
[talia). Actually, those who were in charge of the USMI founded the UCOIIL. UCOII is very active
culturally and socially and has good knowledge of the Italian reality. As written on its website, the
UCOII works very hard to make the integration of Muslims into the Italian society effective, in
compliance with their religious principles, their own identities and culture and in harmony with
the principles of the Italian Constitution and international charters. In the Italian society, the UCOII
is responsible for the management of about 150 mosques, which directly participate in electing the

governing bodies of the association.?’

The CII (Confederazione Islamica Italiana) is another association with strong Moroccan
background and organizes the religious and social activities of the Moroccan community, which is
the biggest Italian Islamic ethnic community. The Italian Islamic Confederation (CII) was
established in Rome on 21% March 2012 and is a national organization that brings together 14

regional Italian Islamic federations.>* The COREIS (Comunita Religiosa Islamica Italiana), is

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another Muslim organization that represents the 150 thousand Italian Muslim natives.?> COREIS
was founded by Shaykh Abd al-Wahid Pallavicini and since 2005 has been accredited by the Italian
Ministry of the Interior. Its national headquarters are in Milan next to the al-Wahid Mosque, which
is a place of worship officially recognized by the Municipality of Milan and in 2008 received the
certificate of civic merit for interreligious and intercultural dialogue. This is due to the fact that
COREIS is largely made up of native Italians, which facilitate the dialogue with the Italian
institutions and population. COREIS beside Lombardy has also representations in a few other

Italian regions.?

Since September 2001, another actor is the GMI (Giovani Musulmani d’Italia), which is
an independent, non-profit social promotion association representing the Muslim youth (14-30
years old), born and/or raised in Italy. Due to its excellent knowledge of the Italian society GMI
has become very active in the Italian cultural, social, and interfaith dialogue initiatives.>’” The
Islamic Cultural Centre of Italy Grand Mosque of Rome, which plays a particular role in
representing Italian Muslims, is also one of the first Islamic institutions in Italy, established in
December 1974. This Centre, with its economic and political domains, helps of the Embassies in
Rome, especially those of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and Kingdom of Morocco The
commissioned architect Paolo Portoghesi was assigned to build the beautiful mosque of Rome,
which was inaugurated in 1995A.D. The Grand Mosque of Rome is the largest mosque in Europe

in terms of space as it accommodates up to 12,000 worshipers at the same time.?®

Unfortunately, although in Italy there are almost 800 mosques, distributed especially in the

Northern part of the country, only few of them have the impression of a real mosque, i.e., Ravenna,

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Forli, Colle di Val d’Elsa, and Piacenza. In particular, the Mosque of Sagrate (Moschea di Segrate)
in Milan also known as Masjid al-Rahman or Mosque of the Merciful, is the first mosque built in
Italy with a dome and minaret after the demolition of the last mosques in Lucera in 1300A.D.
Hence, the mosque of Sagrate was inaugurated on the 28™ of May 1988A.D.% Based on the
researchers’ observations, the rest of mosques in Italy are at best apartments in condominiums, if
not in basements, storerooms, or garages. Such situation reflects the difficulties associated with

legal and financial constraints.
Italian Muslim Population

The real number of Italian Muslims is unknown although it is believed that it ranges between
1.600.000 and 2 million subjects. Italy like many European countries does not and cannot classify
their citizens by religion for fear of what happened last century due to the Nazi-fascist racial laws.
Thus, the actual number of Italian Muslim citizens is unknown. Muslims with Italian citizenship
are Italian autochthons, first-generation immigrants who became Italians by naturalization and
Muslims born in Italy from first generation migrants or mixed couples. It is also not easy to know
the real number of Muslims without Italian citizenship. Most of these Muslims have a regular
status, although there is an imprecise number of Muslims, mainly refugees, without a legal
permission to stay in Italy. Among the organizations that provide statistics on non-Italian citizens
almost the only one that treats religion is the catholic Caritas organization. The 2024 Caritas
statistics report that more than 53.0% of the migrants in Italy are Christians, while Muslims are

29.8% accounting for 1,582,000 million subjects.*

Morocco, Albania, Bangladesh, and Pakistan are the main countries as contributors for
Italian Muslims, followed by Egypt and Senegal. Muslim population is present especially in

northern Italy and around the big cities in center Italy like Rome and Napoli. This is because

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northern Italy is where are most Italian industries and commercial activities.*! Recently, interesting
research has been embarked on Italian Imams or those who manage the mosques. Most of Italian
Imams come from north Africa, mainly from Morocco. Unfortunately, less than half of Italian
Imams have an appropriate theological preparation; more than 50% of them do not have a
bachelor’s degree and only half of them seem to have a good knowledge of the Italian language.>?
If this is the situation of Italian Imams, what could be the challenges faced by Muslims and the

presence of Islam in Italy.
Challenges of the Italian Muslim Population

The challenges of the Italian Muslims can be divided in two parts: those related to the surrounding
[talian society (external), and those related to the Muslim Community itself (internal). These

challenges are discussed in this section as follows:
External challenges

Although now Italy does not have a state religion it has an important relationship with the
Christianity presented by the Catholic Church, which is followed by most Italians. The relationship
between the Italian State and the Catholic Church (Vatican) has always been regulated by
international agreements between the two sovereign states. The Italian government in 1984, by
putting in practice, Article 8 of the Italian Constitution, began a process to recognize its religious

minority realities.*® This process is known as “Intesa”, which is an agreement between the Italian

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State and a religious confession different from the Catholic one. The Intesa is an internal contract
under public law, for which the State has no international responsibility. Since 1984 the Italian
government signed 12 “Intese” with Christian (different from Catholic), Buddhist, Hinduist and

other Italian religious minorities.**

Through the Intesa the Italian state gives its religious minorities important advantages:
recognizes those who represent the religious communities as ministers of worship, gives a legal
value to some of their activities, such as marriage certificates, and allows them to teach their
religion inside public spaces (schools, hospitals, prisons), and last but not least gives them
economic advantages: direct (share from the ‘otto per mille’ national annual income tax return’?)

and indirect (deduction from the taxes of the contributions to religious organizations).

Unfortunately, the Muslim community does not have an Intesa with the Italian state. The
official excuse is that the Islamic community doesn’t have a unified national agency. To achieve
this goal, the Italian governments invited the different Italian Islamic organizations to seat together
and form a common national agency. Also, in Italy governments change frequently, as well as their
political agenda, and the time given to the various Islamic consultative tables was never sufficient
to form a common Islamic national agency. On the other hand, the Italian Islamic community,

made up of members from various countries and continents including a significant number of

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autochthon Italians and different religious sensibility, does not understand why the Italian
Government insists to deal with a single Islamic national agency while it signed several ‘intese’
with the Christian and Buddhist galaxies. The main problem probably is related to a political issue

due to the increasing islamophobia of many Italian political parties.*®

Without Intesa the Muslim community cannot have all the privileges that other religious
minorities have as previously described. Moreover, without Intesa the Muslim community leaders
are not recognized by the Italian State at the local and national level, but also by the social and
other religious institutions. All the Muslim community risks to live in the society as a “corpo
estraneo” a foreign body, not completely accepted. In the meantime, others choose, each time, who
should represent Muslims at the national and local level and dictate the agenda of the cultural and
religious dialogue. Indeed, this often causes disagreements between those who are in charge for
the Muslim community and, what is most harmful, creates confusion both within the community
and outside of who really represents the community. If possible, this further complicates the
possibility to have an autonomous Italian Islamic national agency. So, the Intesa with the Italian

State is the most important external challenge that Italian Muslims must achieve.
Internal Challenges

Nevertheless, the most important challenges of Italian Muslims are the internal ones, and of course
the most important one is related to the religiosity itself.?” As previously described Italian Muslims
can be divided in those who are part of the first wave of Muslims, both autochthons and first-
generation migrants, who have a well-structured religious knowledge. This is related to the fact
that, as previously mentioned, this group of Muslims have a cultural and religious knowledge
above that of the average of their peers both at their native countries or Italy. Unfortunately, those

who are part of the second wave, both autochthons and first-generation migrants, have a poor

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knowledge of the Islamic religion. This problem increases enormously when we deal with second
and third generation Muslim youth, born and raised in Italy, who find it difficult to achieve a
healthy and correct religious life. There are important limits to improve and increase the religiosity

especially of the last two groups.®

The first important limit is related to an economic issue. In fact, most first-generation
immigrants came to Italy to achieve for themselves and for their family a better condition of life,
and thus they use almost all their time looking for work even at the expense of their religious
sphere. Although in the new host country, compared to their countries of origin, the work is better
paid, life is, however, more expensive and the needs of children and family are undoubtedly

greater, without forgetting that the work of ethnic minority subjects is generally underpaid.>”

Furthermore, as previously mentioned, Muslims who are part of the second wave as well
as those born and raised in Italy lie in the lower cultural and social strata of the Italian society.*
Thus, for all Italian Muslims the economic issue is one of the most important challenges, which
ultimately impact their religiosity. A second limit is linked to the fact that nowadays it is not so
easy to declare your own Muslim religious affiliation. Most migrants come from third world
countries where the State in words professes to be tolerant, but in reality, obstacles are any form
of religious activity except that imposed by the regime to maintain the status quo. Having in mind
this heritage, migrants in the host country, where they hope to rebuild for themselves a new life,

are not enthusiastic to declare their religious affiliation. Some of these Muslims profess their

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religiosity in a completely personal way and do not participate with the rest of the community to

common prayers such as on Fridays or holidays.

Most parents do not ask their children to practice religion and do not even teach them their
mother tongue*!' because they hope, by doing so, to remove from them the distrust they had to
suffer as first-generation immigrants.*” These parents hope that by avoiding adding the adjective
‘Muslim’ to their children, they could help making their life easier. Moreover, the daily chronicle
tries to link Islam to terrorism, which is an ‘oxymoron’ since Islam (peace) is opposite to terror.
Thus, declaring one’s affiliation to Islam, especially in increasing European and Italian
Islamophobic contexts may be seen as an implicit admission of guilt.** For this reason, some
Muslims have a schizophrenic religiosity only at certain times of the day, at certain times of the
week, and at certain times of the year. It must not be also forgotten that most recent immigrants in
Italy are poorly literate, coming from peripheral realities with ancestral taboos and habits, which
have nothing to do with religion. Another issue is related to worship ministers.** Unfortunately,
the recent migrant diaspora has very few subjects who have good theological knowledge. To
overcome this gap some migrants, decide to become cult ministers.*> However, many of these self-

referenced Imams as well as those who often expressly come from the country of origin do not

Moreover, many of these worship ministers/leaders are unable to explicit their thoughts in
the new host language and in particular to teach the religious principles to the migrant offspring,
who have a different spiritual and semantic vocabulary. Another important internal challenge of
the Italian Muslim community is the gender one. Italian Muslim females face a double burden
inside and outside the community. Inside the community, they must struggle to get their place to
actively participate to community life. Outside the community, those who want to denigrate Islam,
see them (Muslim females) as the worst expression of a retrograde religious minority where
females are completely subordinated to males. Thus, Italian Muslim females must struggle more

than males to prove their worth.*’

It has to be commented that what Christianity experienced during the humanist movement,
Islam is branded from the secular point of view as “Secular Islam”.*® Such notion is related to a
deculturation of religion, where there is an Islam without the culture of Islam, an Islam dissociated
from its fundamental sources. The concept of “Secular Islam” is present especially in the youth,
who consider religion as a personal issue not related to the family or community of origin. Hence,

religion is seen as a private matter, where the single subject chooses what to keep and what to leave

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from the Islamic prescriptions and sometimes adds to his or her private religious beliefs from other
religions. This issue is also known as the “supermarket” of the religions. For those who believe in
a secular Islam, religion is only a cultural heritage identity marker, only during holidays or
Ramadan and for food and clothing styles.*’ Thus, the most important internal limit of the Italian
Muslim community is its insufficient cultural preparation, which is related to the fact that it is very

young, culturally, and economically poor.

The last internal challenge is related to the place of worship.*° Italian Muslims know that
mosques are the very heart of the Muslim community. The building of a Mosque as the first place
of worship for Muslims, was the first action of the Prophet (3¥), when He arrived in Medina.
However, because of economic constraints, many Muslims in Italy are unable to construct mosques
with traditional architectural features such as domes and minarets. As a result, the question of
establishing proper places of worship remains an important issue that deserves renewed
consideration within the context of a third-millennium, multi-ethnic, and multicultural society.
Debates surrounding mosques in the Italian media have become highly contentious and are often
shaped by Islamophobic attitudes. In many cases, opposition groups prefer that Muslims continue
to pray in improvised spaces such as garages, basements, and warehouses; rather than in officially

recognized mosques integrated into the broader social landscape.
Solutions

To overcome these limits, it is necessary to have al-4 immah®! (the Imams) who are well prepared
in the theological doctrines and know how to deal with the space-time religious differences ( 48
&8 sY). They should also master Italian language and be able to speak to the youth. These well-

prepared Muslim leaders will be of great help also in improving the relation of the Muslim

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community with the Italian society increasing the inter-cultural and interreligious dialogue.>> The
mosque should not be just a place where people come only to pray on Fridays: by the way, for the
moment this right is not recognized by the Italian law because there is not an Intesa with the Italian
State. The mosque should be a place where Muslims receive proper religious teaching and correct
answers to their religious demands by well-trained worship ministers who are also able to help
them in their religious/social needs (marriage, illness, imprisonment>*, burial>*). Mosques should
be also places where non-Muslims Italians can find people with whom have inter-religious/cultural

dialogue.

To overcome this problem, Italian Muslims use the term “Islamic cultural center” rather
than the term “mosque”. Inside the Islamic cultural center there should not be only the prayer hall,
but also classrooms for Arabic and Islamic lessons, conference rooms, library. This is precisely
what the Florentine citizenry, during a participatory process promoted by the Tuscan region,
proposed on how the mosque of Florence should be realized. Also, in Florence “a storehouse is
used as a Muslim prayer place is not large enough to receive all the prayer attenders, but the
construction of a new mosque is disappointed by the population....The solution can be a new type
of religious building....”>* According to this participatory process, where more than 90% of the
participants were non-Muslim Italians, the Islamic building was supposed to be architecturally and

urbanely qualified to make Florence more civil and more inclusive. This building was supposed to

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be also a way to put into practice what is established by the Italian Constitution regarding the

equality of citizens also from a religious point of view.

The Mosque of Florence was supposed to be an open space to permit a better control of the
situation not only from a cultural-theological aspect, but also from a security point of view. It was
supposed to be a place where to study the bilateral scientific and cultural contribution of the Arab-
Islamic-Eastern world and the Italian-European-Western Renaissance, by retrieving the writings
and the books of which the Florentine libraries are as rich as in few other places in the world,
including the Arab-Islamic countries, which in recent years have seen much of their archives
destroyed. According to the participatory process the Mosque of Florence is considered for all
Florentine citizens and all of them should participate in building it. This prospective means having
a vision that wants to project the city of Florence into the multi-ethnic, multicultural society of the
future. Another important step is to increase the educational offer to the Italian Islamic community.
On this regard recently the first Islamic university institution was inaugurated: the BAYAN
institute for Islamic and humanistic studies.’® The objectives of BAYAN is to be the place where
to study the past and present of the Italian Islamic community and prepare those who will guide it

in the future for the interest not only of the Islamic community but also for all the Italian society.
Conclusion

This study concludes that Italian Muslims have greatly contributed to the social, cultural, and
economic domains of the Italian country. Through places of worship (mosques), cultural centres,
educational initiatives, youth organisations, interfaith activities, and inter-religious cooperation,
Muslims have worked to preserve their religious identity while engaging with members of Italy’s
diverse society. Also, the dynamic development of the Italian Muslim community reflects an
ongoing effort to balance Islamic values with the realities of living in a modern Italian society.

However, this paper has shown that Muslims residing in Italy still face a number of challenges,

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such as the issue of legal recognition, Islamophobia, media representation, and identity rights
among younger generations born and raised in Italy as key contemporary challenges faced by
Muslims in the country. Also, religious education, economic difficulties, generational identity
struggles, and the shortage of well-trained religious leaders remain major concerns for the
community. Despite these challenges, the research finds that Muslims in Italy continue to
demonstrate resilience, adaptability, and a strong commitment to social participation.

Through dialogue, education, and mutual respect, Muslims in Italy can continue to
contribute positively to the country while preserving their religious and cultural identity within an

increasingly pluralistic society.
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Economic Diversification: “Oman's Vision 2040” as a Model

Abstract

The oil-producing Gulf states, including the Sultanate of Oman, suffer from the issue of oil price
volatility, which directly impacts all facets of life in these countries, starting from deficits in the
public budget, contraction of financial and monetary resources, to the minimal investment in
infrastructure projects and services, etc. Economic diversification represents one of the solutions
to this problem and constitutes one of the foundations upon which the evolution of the economy
globally, and specifically in the Sultanate of Oman, relies. The Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC)
countries have endeavoured to diversify their income sources through a number of mechanisms
and policies that support the contribution of the private sector and increase the contributions of
non-oil sectors to the Gross Domestic Product (GDP). In the Sultanate of Oman, since His Majesty
Sultan Haitham bin Tariq bin Said - may God protect him - assumed the leadership of the country,
he ordered the preparation and issuance of Oman Vision 2040 to become the national reference for
economic and social planning in the Sultanate for the period between 2021 and 2040. The economy
and its development, particularly its sustainability, constituted one of the most critical axes of this
vision. In the current study, the researcher will present a descriptive analysis of economic
diversification in the Sultanate of Oman according to Oman Vision 2040, hoping to provide
benefits to professionals in the fields of management and economics. This will be achieved by

offering detailed information on this topic, after thorough analysis and interpretation.

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Introduction
The topic of economic diversification occupies a significant position in rentier economies that rely
heavily on a single product for export processes and budget financing, including the Sultanate of
Oman. The dependence of these countries on a single resource was not a choice they made, but
rather a consequence of the abundance of this resource within their territories. Most of these
nations possess a comparative advantage in producing this resource, especially concerning
subterranean wealth.

Relying on a single resource as an engine for economic growth can impede or halt the
development process if the prices of this product decrease in global markets. It is observed here
that the wealth of these countries in subterranean resources is a blessing when the prices of these
resources rise in global markets, but it can become a curse when prices decline due to the lack of
alternatives in this case. Therefore, it is necessary to consider diversifying the economic structure
of these countries to prevent their economies from remaining tied to fluctuations in the prices of
these rentier products in global markets.

The world has witnessed significant and rapid transformations during the current century,
coinciding with the shift from centrally planned economic systems to those driven by labour
markets. In oil-rich countries, including the Sultanate of Oman, these nations have attempted to
utilize their oil revenues to support development and elevate the level of economic growth by
focusing on promising economic sectors.

Economic diversification is considered one of the primary objectives pursued by many
countries, especially rentier ones, which rely on oil resources as the basis for financing their
economies. Diversification constitutes an economic issue as it mobilizes prevailing economic,
social, and political forces within a country. It plays a significant role in the economic growth of
any nation, contributing to increased productivity of factors, enhancement of investment, and

stabilization of export revenues, particularly in resource-rich countries that still rely on oil and

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mineral revenues. Diversification is linked to income sources and the structure of commodity
exports.’

The concept of economic diversification has been widely discussed among policymakers
following the emergence of several economic crises experienced globally in recent times, affecting
all countries. The term diversification is used to avoid reliance on a single economic resource
(especially oil) to mitigate shocks, evaluate the economic situation, and analyse the non-oil
economic reality of a country. Additionally, diversification helps ensure optimal utilization of all
societal material, human, and local resources, as well as avoiding various crises, and sudden and
severe shocks usually resulting from abrupt fluctuations in the prices of these primary materials.

The Sultanate of Oman is one of these oil-dependent countries, relying on oil and gas as
essential sources of income. The Sultanate has sought economic diversification, with one form of
this endeavour being the issuance of Oman Vision 2040. This vision serves as the national
reference for economic and social planning in Oman from 2021 to 2040, from which national
sectoral strategies and five-year development plans will emerge. This vision was prepared with
broad popular participation and was put into effect during the reign of His Majesty Sultan Haitham
bin Tariq bin Said - may God protect him. However, the initiation of its preparation was during the
reign of the late Sultan Qaboos bin Said - may his soul rest in peace. The economy and its
development, particularly sustainability, constitute one of the main pillars of this vision.

The researcher in the current study will present Oman's experience in economic
diversification under Oman Vision 2040, dividing the study into two sections: the first section
pertains to economic diversification in general (its concept, importance, levels, etc.), and the

second section relates to economic diversification in Oman according to Oman Vision 2040.

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I- The concept of economic diversification and its significance

Economic diversification plays a crucial role in economic growth, contributing to increased
labour productivity and investment promotion, especially in countries rich in natural resources that
heavily rely on revenues from mining and oil production.

There are varying perspectives on economic diversification. Some link it to production and
income sources, while others associate it with the structure of commodity exports. Berthéleny
(year) defines a diversified economy as one where the productive economic structure is distributed
across a wide range of diverse economic activities in terms of the nature of produced goods and
services. Additionally, the Arab Institute for Planning summarizes economic diversification as the
desire to achieve a greater number of income sources, thereby enhancing a country's capabilities
within the global competitive landscape, through attempts to increase productivity in various
sectors.’

Politically, diversification refers to exports, especially concerning policies aimed at
reducing reliance on a limited number of export products that may be susceptible to price
fluctuations, volume, or sudden demand declines.

Economic diversification has multiple definitions that vary based on the perspective
through which it is viewed. It is defined as "the economic process aimed at diversifying income
by expanding the production base to increase its contribution to the gross domestic product,
thereby eliminating the burden of dependence on a single commodity or product for state financial
income, or in other words, economic diversification is the process of utilizing all the potentials and
resources of an economy in a manner that generates new revenues and financial resources, relying

significantly on local competencies and capacities.".*

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Moreover, economic diversification is defined as "the desire to achieve a greater number
of main income sources in the country, which would enhance its real capabilities within the
framework of global competition, through attempts to increase productivity in various sectors. In
other words, elevating the reality of several sectors gradually to serve as alternatives to replace the
sole resource.’

Ben Allal et al. (2021) define economic diversification as "developing non-oil sectors and
reducing reliance on oil, namely diversifying exports —thus government revenues—expanding
the scope of economic activities in both production and distribution of goods and services, and
creating opportunities for various economic activities on a broad scale to provide employment
opportunities and economic stability."

Additionally, Leyin Zhang defines economic diversification as "reducing dependence on a
single resource and transitioning to a stage of expanding the economic, industrial, and agricultural
base, constituting a healthy national economy".®

In the current study, the researcher adopts the comprehensive definition of economic
diversification as presented by Ahmed, who defined it as a process of expanding the production
structure and creating new income-generating sectors, thereby reducing the overall reliance on
revenues from the primary sector of the economy. This process is expected to open up new areas
with higher added value and capable of providing more productive employment opportunities,

leading to increased growth rates in the long term.’

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Economic diversification takes various forms, intersecting across multiple theoretical

references, the researcher outlines it as mentioned in Hajj Moussa and Abdul Ghani (2018, p. 245)

as follows:

1.

Diversification of productive activity: This refers to expanding the range of goods and services

produced.

. Asset diversification: This includes both natural assets (land resources) and human assets

(productive capital).

. Diversification of competitive sectors: This relates to products that are less produced on a

global level and achieving competitive gains from them.

. Moreover, Swaih Jamal and Ben Tirsh Atallah added other determinants of economic

diversification, as cited in,® which are:

. Diversifying the economy through diversification of domestic products.
. Diversification of exports and imports.

. Diversification of government measures and the role of oil revenues in financing government

spending.

. Spatial diversification of economic activities.

. The role of oil and non-oil exports in covering imports.

Through the foregoing, the researcher finds that economic diversification refers to the

desire to achieve a larger number of primary income sources in the country. Many researchers have

mentioned that diversification involves the multiplicity of production branches or the contribution

of various sectors to production formation. Hence, the researcher finds it essential to distinguish

between economic diversification and productive diversification, which is associated with the

organizations and production institutions that adopt models allowing for multiple types of

productive goods. From the researcher's perspective, economic diversification is an expansion of

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the economic base at the country level in a way that contributes to creating multiple sources of

income sustainably and continuously.

In recent years, countries worldwide, particularly those with mono-economies like the

Sultanate of Oman, have realized the significance of economic diversification. Several studies

have investigated this phenomenon with the aim of assisting countries in adopting it as a

fundamental solution to the economic problems and crises that they occasionally face. The

proponents of the necessity of economic diversification rely on the following reasons, as outlined:’

1.

Reducing investment risks: Economic diversification contributes to increasing economic
growth rates by expanding investment opportunities and reducing investment risks.
Diversifying investments across a wide range of economic activities reduces the investment

risks associated with concentrating investments in a few activities.

. Mitigating risks leading to export revenue declines: Some countries with weakly diversified

economies rely on exporting a single product or a limited number of products. When the prices
of exported products decrease, the returns from exports in foreign currency decline, reducing

the state's ability to finance imports or economic development processes.

. Increasing human capital productivity: Economic diversification contributes to increasing

labour productivity and human capital, thus leading to higher economic growth rates.
Strengthening intersectoral linkages: Increasing the number of productive economic sectors
strengthens intersectoral linkages, resulting in numerous externalities in production that
positively impact economic growth.

Reducing fluctuations in Gross Domestic Product (GDP) levels: Concentration of

production in a limited number of products leads to significant fluctuations in GDP levels.

. Generating employment opportunities: Diversification stimulates economic growth,

achieves sustainable development, etc., all of which lead to increased demand for labour,

creation of job opportunities, and reduction of unemployment rates.

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7. Increasing value-added: Vertical diversification enhances forward and backward linkages in
the economy because the outputs of one sector become inputs for another sector. Moreover,
diversification contributes to job creation and subsequently leads to increased income from
production factors and their stability, resulting in the growth of locally and sectorally generated
value-added.

Many theoretical and empirical studies have shown that economic diversification and
increasing the number of products lead to high growth rates. Countries such as Malaysia, India,
Chile, among others, have succeeded in breaking away from under development by making
their economies more diversified.'”

A large number of economists link economic diversification with economic growth,
and two intellectual trends explain the relationship between them. The first trend is David
Ricardo's theory of comparative advantage, which sees specialization (reduced economic
diversification) as a stimulus and source of economic growth. The second trend, supported by
various studies, shows that low levels of economic diversification and concentration of
production and exports have negative effects on economic growth. Thus, it advocates for
increasing economic diversification and avoiding concentration of production and exports in a
few products, sectors, and activities.'!

The second trend is more widely adopted in modern times, as most studies confirm that
economic diversification leads to economic growth. Economic diversification increases the
productivity of human capital and financial output, leading to higher economic growth rates.
It also reduces investment risks by distributing economic activities across several sectors,
reducing the risk associated with concentrating investments in a few areas. Furthermore, it

lowers unemployment rates by employing human resources in various fields according to their

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specialties and capabilities, achieving self-sufficiency in goods and services, increasing
exports, and improving the pace of development periodically.'?

In oil-dependent countries like Oman, the importance of economic diversification
stems from the necessity of reducing almost total reliance on oil revenues, which are subject
to fluctuations in the international economy, making the economy vulnerable to economic
fluctuations. Additionally, oil, as a non-renewable resource, necessitates finding new
alternative sources of revenue. Diversification leads to the emergence of new products,
machinery, and final goods, as well as the introduction of new patterns suitable for
environmental conditions, resulting from the adaptation and development of technology, i.e.,
expanding the technological base and intensifying production networks by opening up new
channels (vertical expansion within the same industry) or merging with new activities within
the same entity, thus demonstrating horizontal expansion. All of this will undoubtedly support
the emergence and growth of new productive institutions, contributing to cost reduction and
production quality improvement. Furthermore, diversification creates flexibility in the
production system to adapt to economic developments. '

From the above, it is evident that economic diversification is a necessary goal pursued
by most countries because it gives the economy the flexibility to adapt to conditions. Moreover,
it creates various employment opportunities to absorb the workforce and reduce
unemployment. Additionally, diversification increases local value-added and gross domestic
product through the establishment of new projects that drive economic development in the

country.

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II- The Objectives of Economic Diversification and Its Mechanisms

The primary objective of economic diversification, especially in oil-rich countries, is
to create new income-generating sectors that contribute to reducing the total reliance on the oil
sector. This is achieved through the implementation of intensive investment programs that
leverage available advantages to diversify the production structure, ensuring sustainable
development over the long term and mitigating the risks associated with near-total dependence

on oil."*

Nations have pursued economic diversification with the aim of achieving several
objectives, as outlined,!® which include:

1. Reducing economic risk and enhancing the ability to cope with crises and external shocks,
such as fluctuations in the prices of raw petroleum materials.

2. Ensuring the continuity of development momentum through the development of diverse
and multiple sectors as sources of income.

3. Achieving self-sufficiency in goods and services, increasing exports, reducing imports of
consumer goods, providing employment opportunities, and thereby improving the living
standards of individuals.

4. Enabling the private sector to play a more significant and crucial role in the economic

process and reducing the role of the state and public authorities. '®adds the following
objectives:
II1- Building a sustainable economy for current and future generations, moving away
from oil while encouraging private sector and foreign investment.

1. Achieving regionally and socially balanced economic development.

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2. Stabilizing the public budget by activating other productive sectors.

3. Facilitating the implementation of future plans by providing the necessary funds, local and

foreign expertise, administrative institutions, and a supportive social environment.

The objectives of economic diversification vary according to the development levels

of different countries. However, the imperative for diversification in countries with mono-

economies aims to achieve a set of objectives, as mentioned'’, which are:

1. Making the country more capable of dealing with global changes in different economic
sectors.

2. Developing and enhancing sectors based on their economic returns (cost, yield, and
profitability).
Assisting the country in achieving economic stability.

4. Contributing to job creation.

5. Diversifying sources of income and production and diversifying sources of foreign
currency.
In order to achieve economic diversification, several factors need to be in place, as

outlined:'®

1. Natural Resources: These are an important factor in increasing the scope of exports and
productive goods by the state.

2.  Government Intervention: The extent of government intervention in economic activity is

an important and preliminary factor in building a favourable environment. The level of
government intervention reflects the nature and quality of the activities funded by

government spending programs.

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3. Institutional Capacity and Human Resources: These elements are of great importance
as they play a supportive role in facilitating the supply chain and opening up possibilities
for diversification across various basic resources and sectors.

4. Private Sector: It plays a crucial role in diversification through the development of
innovation and continuous economic activities investment in research and development in
new activities. It is always concerned with what is happening in new sectors and brings
innovation to the economy.

Additionally,'® added other determinants and factors for diversification, such as financial
factors and overall economic policies (financial and monetary policies, etc.), sectoral policies
(agricultural and industrial policies, etc.), overall economic variables (exchange rate, inflation,
etc.), institutional factors (governance and security situation, etc.), and the degree of access to
global markets. Moreover, the implementation of economic diversification is influenced by other
factors such as income and investment levels, new technologies and industrial policies,
productivity factors, as well as exports to global markets.*

The mechanisms of economic diversification take various forms, as outlined by the
researcher, as cited in multiple references related to the subject, particularly by Al-Jariou (2022,
pp- 88-89):

1. Economic Planning for Medium and Long Terms: Planning involves not only setting goals
but also determining the means to achieve these goals. Therefore, policymakers pay greater
attention to economic planning as a fundamental mechanism to achieve the goal of economic
diversification.

2. Support for Small and Medium Enterprises: This is an important avenue for economic

growth and a real mechanism of economic diversification, as supported by historical data

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dating back to the Industrial Revolution in Europe during the twelfth century, where its
beginnings relied on small and medium-sized industries.

3. Shifting the Production Structure towards Exports: This involves measures and tools of
trade policy such as increasing foreign currency reserves, rationalizing the tariff sector,
liberalizing trade and removing restrictions, reducing the value of the currency, and facilitating
the inflow of foreign capital, primarily aimed at enhancing and diversifying the export
structure and thus diversifying the national economy.

4. Foreign Direct Investment: Foreign direct investments are among the important mechanisms
of economic diversification that require adherence to a long-term plan to improve the
investment climate, especially in light of global economic developments and trends such as
globalization, the World Trade Organization, and financial services liberalization. Investments
are considered essential dynamic elements in economic development.

5.  Emphasis on Scientific Research for the Benefit of Productive Sectors: Many international
experiences that have reached a high level of progress have demonstrated the value of relying
on science and its applications in various fields. Hence, many countries around the world are
earnestly pursuing the scientific research approach as the safest way to achieve their goals of
increasing economic and social growth rates.

Moshrif?! adds the following to these mechanisms:

1. Transitioning from traditional sectors to promising sectors.
2. Linking public revenues to the production structure and level of foreign trade, such
that productive institutions are the primary source of state revenues.
3. Diversifying exports by diversifying the produced and exported goods.
By highlighting the importance and presenting the main objectives of economic
diversification, the researcher finds that the significance of economic diversification in the

Sultanate of Oman stems from the necessity of reducing reliance on oil and gas revenues due to

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their connection to the external world, making the national economy vulnerable to international
economic fluctuations. Moreover, economic diversification will contribute to the emergence of
new products, new productive developmental institutions, and the establishment of new projects.
All of this helps in expanding the economic base of the country and creating diverse employment

opportunities to accommodate the workforce, thereby reducing the unemployment rate.

IV- Justifications for Economic Diversification and Its Forms
Oil-producing countries face economic challenges represented by a sharp decline in oil
prices. Addressing this issue requires serious consideration of this critical situation, which
significantly affects the economic situation of countries that excessively rely on oil to finance
their expenses, as is the case with Gulf Arab countries. This has provided justifications and
motivations for adopting economic diversification according to several theoretical literature.

The researcher can highlight the most prominent of these motivations and justifications as

presented?” as follows:

1. Economic diversification leads to mitigating the risks faced by the production structure
relying on a single commodity by reducing dependence on this resource.

2. Diversification in economic sectors leads to diversifying sources of income, thereby
eliminating the phenomenon of the "Dutch disease" suffered by most oil-producing
countries due to increased oil exports.

3. Economic diversification reduces the risk of export decline for countries that rely on a
single resource and have a weak level of economic diversification.

4. Sectoral economic diversification contributes to reducing the economic vulnerability
caused by reliance on a single export commodity, as opposed to relying on a diverse export

base that plays a significant role in generating multiple revenues.

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5. Economic diversification creates a more stable external trade sector concerning imports, as
oil-producing countries import everything except oil, exposing them to various risks,
primarily the cancellation of necessary imports in case of political disputes with countries
exporting goods and services.

6. Economic diversification significantly contributes to accommodating and increasing the
productivity of human capital (labour).

Furthermore, Bahi and Rouainia*® added some necessities of economic diversification,
including trends in the trade exchange rate, price instability in commodity markets, and depletion
of mineral resources.

Moreover, Salima and Al-Hadi** contribute a set of characteristics that distinguish
economic diversification and make it a necessity for every country: it frees countries from reliance
on a single primary commodity, which poses a threat to their economy, especially if this material
is a raw material, often having alternatives or a deadline for depletion, or its price and returns are
constantly subject to sharp fluctuations. Economic diversification is also a cumulative process that
increases the contribution of various economic sectors to output and productivity, ensuring an
increase in both quantity and type of production, ultimately leading to self-sufficiency.

The forms of economic diversification vary according to their respective directions, and
have been closely defined in several educational literatures, such as the study? and the study by
Sharaf. The following is an analytical presentation of these forms:

1. Vertical Diversification: This form has two sub-types: Upward Vertical Diversification,

which involves the manufacturing of products that serve as semi-finished materials or raw

which involves moving towards the production of new products for which the currently
manufactured products serve as raw materials.

Horizontal Diversification: This form entails creating new opportunities for new products
in fields such as mining, energy, and agriculture.

Lateral Diversification: It represents entering a new field of activity through the production
of new products that are unrelated to current products and target new markets.
Comprehensive diversification: Through this form, productive institutions aim to expand
their current product range while simultaneously acquiring and penetrating new markets.
Geographic Diversification: This involves entering new geographic areas (exporting
products) and adapting to the changes in the new production environment.

Financial Diversification: This form aims to reduce investment risk by distributing capital
across a variety of investment activities, which are unlikely to incur losses simultaneously.
Financial diversification may also extend to investing in different regions to avoid the
impacts of economic downturns.

Despite the diversity of economic activities and their varying aspects and forms, the levels

of economic diversification also vary, as presented by Al-Bakr:2°

l.

Diversification of Production: This relates to increasing productive gains, where
institutions may engage in a new activity while continuing the production of their other
products to mitigate and spread risk, utilize surpluses in their equipment and overall
production capacity, or in pursuit of achieving a higher growth rate.

Diversification of Foreign Trade: This process involves the exchange of goods and services
between countries, regulated through a set of policies, laws, and regulations concerning

two main aspects: exports and imports.

Idarat al-Abhath al-Iqtisadiyah, Mu’assasat al-Naqd al-‘Arabi al-Sa‘adi. (2015, pp. 6-7).
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3. Diversification of Competitive Sectors: More diversified economies control products that
are less produced on the international level, which enhances and improves the chances of
achieving competitive gains.

4. Diversification of Assets: The World Bank's 2011 report introduced a new method for
measuring diversification, suggesting dividing a country's assets into three types: natural
assets (including land resources like forests and lands), produced assets (encompassing
productive capital investments, human capital, and social capital), and intangible assets
(referring to national institutions and the rule of law).

5. Market Diversification: Dependence on a single market exposes the economy to risks in
case of a demand decrease for its products. To mitigate this risk, markets should be
diversified so that if demand decreases in one market, the situation in other markets may
be more stable.

The researcher believes that price fluctuations of products are among the most significant
risks faced by countries with a single income source. Consequently, economic diversification
emerges as a crucial option for organizations, companies, and investors to protect themselves
against economic decline resulting from price manipulations. There are various forms of economic
diversification available for economic policymakers to choose from, and in most cases, a more
diversified production structure is preferable to one reliant on a few primary commodities. The
same principle applies to exports; the greater the number of products prepared for export and the

more diverse the export destinations, the better the reflection on the country's economy.

V- Factors of Economic Diversification Success and Hindrances
Empirical studies analysing the drivers of economic diversification have identified the
following elements, as mentioned:?’

1. Economic Reforms: These include trade liberalization and access to finance.

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Macroeconomic Variables: Private sector and foreign direct investment play significant
roles in diversification.

Structural Factors: Population size, human capital, institutional quality, etc., where
diversity increases with larger and more skilled populations.

Natural Resources: Particularly, a country's richness in natural resources stimulates
diversification.

For economic diversification to be successful and effective, certain factors are pivotal, as

articulated by L’aqiqi and Toufik:?®

1.

Restoring the status of the developmental state: The role of the developmental state
extends beyond achieving high GDP growth rates to fundamentally restructuring the local
production structure and its relationship with the global economy. The development
process entails qualitative changes in various aspects: changes in production structures, the
structure of contributions from different inputs in the production process, and how
available resources are allocated and distributed among different sectors.

Activating the Role of the Private Sector: The private sector, driven primarily by profit
and continuity, continuously seeks ways to expand production efficiently and with high
quality to meet both domestic and international market demands.

Economic Reform Programs: These serve as a key driver for diversification,
encompassing financial, monetary, and trade aspects that all propel economic
diversification.

Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs): They constitute an important avenue for
economic growth and diversification by offering products to both domestic and foreign

markets, reducing reliance on imports and boosting exports.

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Effective Utilization of Renewable Energy Sources: The new economy relies on
renewable energy sources such as solar energy and hydroelectric power, among others,
which necessitate technological advancements and adaptation.

Foreign Direct Investment (FDI): With increasing interdependence in the global
economic structure, a purely domestic industry is practically difficult to sustain. Hence,
expanding foreign direct investments is vital for creating integrated production systems in
recipient countries, expanding markets, diversifying products, and restructuring economies
to enhance performance.

Given the importance of economic diversification, it has become a significant research

focus, as well as the primary economic goal pursued by many countries worldwide. However, there

are obstacles hindering progress towards economic diversification, particularly for mono-

economies such as oil-producing nations. A mono-economy model hampers the pace of economic

diversification, necessitating more substantial efforts to overcome challenges. The most significant

obstacles include:?’

1.

Political instability in some countries, diverting substantial financial resources towards
maintaining security rather than funding diversification and economic growth projects.
Lack of a local technological base and challenges in technology transfer and localization.
Scarcity of agricultural resources and natural water resources in some countries, limiting
opportunities to enhance the role of the agricultural sector in economic diversification.
Inadequate availability of trained and qualified local human resources, coupled with
excessive reliance on foreign labour, especially given the high costs of skilled labour.
Decline in capital markets in many countries, limiting their role and potential in financing
diversification projects in both the public and private sectors.

Restrictions imposed on foreign investment and the absence of a conducive climate and

legal guarantees for such investment.

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7. Lack of significant alignment between the quality of education outputs and the national
economy's labour needs (a challenge faced by mono-economies).
8. Failure of economic diversification schemes - declared as a strategic goal in oil-producing
countries since the 1970s - due to weak structural transformations in these countries.
The researcher views the absence of political stability and its resultant security concerns as
among the most critical factors affecting economic diversification. This situation diverts

significant financial resources away from productive and developmental projects.

VI- Economic Diversification in the Sultanate of Oman

The Omani economy is classified as rentier, relying primarily on a single source of national
income, which is the oil and natural gas sector. This sector, being a natural resource, often produces
and sells in its crude form, without the need for complex production mechanisms or advanced
transformative processes. This resource is classified as an external rent due to the significant
difference between its production cost and selling price in global markets. Before the discovery of
oil, the Omani economy relied on natural resources such as agriculture and fishing. Since 1967,
oil and gas have been discovered in the Sultanate, becoming the main sources of income.°

The Sultanate of Oman is among the first Gulf countries to diligently seek to diversify its
national income sources, understanding that oil is depletable, which could expose its economy to
the risks of unsustainability. One of the forms of these efforts undertaken by Oman is the launch
of the Ministry of Economy in collaboration with the Implementation Monitoring Unit of Oman
Vision 2040, the National Economic Diversification Program "Tanwee’" as one of the components
of the Tenth Five-Year Plan (2021/2025). Its aim is to accelerate the achievement of the specified
targets for economic diversification in the plan. The " Tanwee’" program includes a number of

proposed policies and measures to accelerate the pace of economic diversification in Oman,

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focusing on strengthening forward and backward linkages between economic sectors to expand
the productive and export base and enable economic sectors to contribute to non-oil revenues.

The program operates on two fronts: a planning front focusing on framing initiatives,
studies, integration research with other national programs, conducting financial and economic
analyses, and developing a risk management system. The other front is executive, working with
institutions related to the main economic diversification sectors identified, namely mining,
transportation, logistics, food security, and tourism. The program has developed a set of key
initiatives within its framework, including benchmarking global models in economic
diversification, analysing urban strategy from an economic perspective, developing an economic
modelling framework, analysing supply chains based on natural resources, value-added, and
geographical dimension. The program is expected to produce general policies for economic
diversification, targeted incentive packages, and the development of detailed national indicators
through a dashboard for planning indicators. It is noted that the current tools being developed by
the program will enable a transformation in monitoring efforts of economic diversification to be
connected with stimulus packages and sectoral reform and regulatory policies.

This program aligns with the Tenth Five-Year Plan to prioritize achieving the targeted
proportions in sectors such as mining, tourism, manufacturing, transportation, logistics, and food
security. It is noted that the program is currently working on aligning all strategies, including
sectoral and urban, and national goals in the Tenth Five-Year Plan and "Oman Vision 2040" to end
with the conclusion of the plan by the end of 2025. It is concerned with addressing the economic
challenges facing economic diversification sectors and finding solutions and mechanisms for their
implementation to accelerate the achievement of the orientations and objectives of the Tenth Five-
Year Plan (Athir Newspaper, 2023).

This project was launched in 2016, and the areas aimed at supporting oil production are:
industry, tourism, logistics, mining, agriculture, and fishing, in addition to other auxiliary sectors.

It is worth mentioning here that Oman benefited from Malaysia's experience in this field by
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building a sophisticated governance system to manage it, and identifying new projects that can
contribute to increasing national income sources.>!

Through the foregoing, the researcher finds that the National Economic Diversification
Program is an extension of economic diversification initiatives over the previous five-year plans.
The program aims to address the economic challenges facing economic diversification sectors to
accelerate the achievement of the orientations and objectives of the Tenth Five-Year Plan in line
with achieving Oman Vision 2040.

The Omani experience in diversifying income sources has been highly institutionalized,
following a long-term strategy. The state can play a leading role in designing a political and
strategic framework that can reduce reliance on oil and gas in financing the public budget. This
allows the state to play a supervisory and executive role in partnership with the private sector to
bring about a structural transformation in the economy leading to more sustainable economic

development beyond achieving short-term profits.>>

VII- Economic Diversification in Oman Vision 2040°°
Countries aspire to achieve the best global rankings according to sustainable development
indicators, which is a process of developing land, cities, and communities, as well as businesses,
provided that they meet present needs without compromising the ability of future generations to
meet their needs. Oman Vision 2040 is considered the gateway for the Sultanate of Oman to
overcome challenges, keep pace with regional and global changes, harness available opportunities,
and generate new ones to enhance economic competitiveness, social well-being, and stimulate

confidence in economic, social, and developmental relations in all governorates of the Sultanate.

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Oman Vision 2040 aims to increase the percentage of Omani citizens employed in the
private sector to 42% by 2040 and increase foreign investment to 10% of the gross domestic
product. The vision has set three main axes, including the economy and development. Also, it
prioritizes establishing a dynamic economic leadership and management with renewable
competencies operating within an integrated institutional framework, serving as an enabling
reference for economic affairs. It aims to achieve economic development goals, social justice, and
environmental protection. The economic leadership will be effective with binding authorities, clear
tasks, and rapid response to developmental needs according to specific performance indicators.

Based on the above, we note that Oman Vision 2040 aims to establish a diverse and
sustainable economy based on development, knowledge, and innovation, with integrated and
competitive frameworks, accommodating industrial revolutions and achieving financial
sustainability. It aims for a competitive, diverse, and integrated economy based on future foresight,
innovation, and entrepreneurship, with enlightened, integrated, and sustainable financial,
monetary, and economic policies and budgets effectively utilizing public revenues.

Also, among the priorities of Oman Vision 2040 is to create an attractive job market for
competencies, responsive and in line with demographic, economic, knowledge, and technological
changes. The labour market should be distinguished by skilled and highly productive human
resources, a positive work culture, capable of attracting skilled labour within clear recruitment
policies and criteria, and a system of employment, qualification, promotions, and incentives based
on efficiency and productivity, nurturing initiative and innovation. Oman Vision 2040 aims to
create a capable private sector leading a competitive and integrated economy with the global
economy, providing a competitive and attractive business environment for investment, where the
government exercises regulatory roles associated with efficiency and successful administrative
smoothness, and establishes an effective partnership between the public and private sectors to
improve productivity and establish a governance framework regulating privatization of projects
and public services (Oman Vision, 2040).

Thus, we find that Oman Vision 2040 is a national project aimed at preparing a promising

future vision that anticipates the future and seeks further development and achievements through
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an ambitious working system involving all segments and spectra of society to define future goals
for the Sultanate and outline the roadmap for action, implementation mechanisms, and thinking

until the year 2040.

VIII- The National Program for Enhancing Economic Diversification (Tanfid) in the
Sultanate of Oman

Given the accelerating pace of economic, financial, and social challenges facing the
Sultanate of Oman in diversifying national income sources and achieving the goals of the Ninth
Five-Year Development Plan (2016-2020), the Sultanate has developed a qualitative initiative to
address these changes. Hence emerged the National Program for Enhancing Economic
Diversification "Tanfid," where the program identified the challenges and difficulties faced by
government, private, and civil entities in achieving the goals of the Ninth Five-Year Development
Plan. It developed a detailed roadmap with the participation of various segments of society to
implement solutions and monitor their progress.

The National Program for Enhancing Economic Diversification " Tanfid " came as a
national initiative executed within the framework of the Ninth Five-Year Plan (2016-2020) in
collaboration with Malaysia's Performance and Execution Management Unit (PEMANDU),
maximizing the benefit from the infrastructure built during the previous successive five-year plans.
The focus was on the targeted key sectors within the current economic diversification program as
defined by the Royal Decree No. 1/2016, which includes manufacturing industries, tourism,
transportation, logistics services, mining, and fisheries.

" Tanfid " focused on increasing the contribution of these sectors to the Sultanate's gross
domestic product (GDP) and boosting investments in promising sectors and job opportunities.
Considering the importance of identifying priorities for the next phase while completing the efforts
made by various relevant authorities, the National Program for Enhancing Economic
Diversification " Tanfid " played a pivotal role in bridging different strategies for the targeted
sectors, in addition to providing a platform for sustainable partnership between the government

and private sectors to serve the community.
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The next phase, known as the laboratories, followed the phase of identifying the
orientations that began at the beginning of the year. The program is executed in several stages,
benefiting from the results of each stage in the subsequent one. It starts with the sectors of
manufacturing industries, tourism, logistics, finance, innovative finance, employment, and labour
market as possible sectors. The subsequent phase includes mining, fisheries, and linking the five
main sectors outlined in the plan.

The objectives of " Tanfid " are to accelerate the implementation pace in the field of
economic diversification, assist the government in benefiting from the best successful practices in
social and economic planning, utilize its budgets in projects with economic returns and added
value, providing permanent opportunities for citizens, achieving the specified goals, programs, and
policies for economic diversification in the Ninth Five-Year Plan, in addition to developing a clear
and rigorous plan to increase foreign and domestic investments in the Sultanate, enabling it to
enhance competitiveness in various social and economic indicators. Moreover, it aims to assist
relevant entities in implementing their projects and plans according to the best practices, improving
efficiency, bridging cooperation and participation among all relevant parties, setting specific
measurement indicators and goals, precise monitoring and implementation mechanism, and
determining a percentage of non-governmental capital investments of not less than 80% to finance

initiatives of the main sectors of the program and increase the Sultanate's gross domestic product.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Through the preceding analysis, it is evident that the process of economic diversification
is one of the principal domestic sources capable of bolstering a nation's competitiveness on a global
scale. It entails the development of productive and service sectors such as agriculture, industry,
and tourism, thereby creating a diversified and balanced gross domestic product and reducing
dependence on a single sector. Economic diversification is a strategic goal for most countries,
providing internal economic stability and shielding the economy from external shocks amid global

crises.
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In the Sultanate of Oman, economic diversification has been a fundamental issue in the
path of development pursued by the Sultanate, charting its course within the Oman Vision 2040.
The primary goal was to reduce dependence on the oil and gas sector, create other supportive core
sectors for the Omani economy, expand investment opportunities, and strengthen reliance on the
private sector, thereby contributing to balanced development.

Based on the analysis and findings of this study, the researcher proposes the following:

- Accelerate the process of economic diversification during periods of economic prosperity in the
Sultanate and invest the abundant oil revenues in developing other sectors.

- The necessity for the Sultanate of Oman to benefit from the experiences of other countries
regarding economic diversification policies, especially those countries that share similar
characteristics, such as Malaysia and Indonesia, etc.

- Encourage the private sector to participate in diversifying investments.

- Periodically re-evaluate diversification policies and their development to address any
shortcomings.

- Provide the necessary infrastructure to facilitate the acceleration of the economic diversification
process.

- Build a strong industrial base and productive sectors that are efficient, competitive, and serve as a
primary source of national income.

- Focus on developing promising economic sectors.

His approach is
distinguished by its integration of data from neuroscience and human behavior in
constructing what he calls the "moral landscape," accompanied by an explicit call to
abandon the idea of free will, transcend the separation between facts and values, and
adopt well-being as the sole criterion for moral judgment. However, upon examination,
this thesis contains a number of philosophical, epistemological, and scientific problems,
and has therefore been subjected to profound criticism from within the philosophical,
religious, and scientific fields, and even from within the atheistic movement itself.
This study aims to demonstrate the epistemological problems inherent in the "moral
landscape" thesis by discussing the extent to which the scientific method can generate
binding moral values and by exposing the fallacies that Sam Harris presents in his
attempt to establish a conflict between science and religion. This contribution seeks to
reframe the ethical debate with Sam Harris by situating his thesis within its
epistemological boundaries, revealing its underlying philosophical character rather than
treating it as a purely scientific proposition. The study adopts an epistemological
critique focused on assessing the limits of the scientific method in the ethical sphere, by
tracing Harris's argumentative paths and uncovering any unjustified shifts or
unauthorized philosophical assumptions they may contain.

Abstract

This study examines the concept of Qur’anic innate awareness and its role in rationalizing
human behavior and regulating desires through a maqasid-based applied study in Tafsir Marah
Labid by Shaykh Nawawi al-Jawi, due to its distinctive exegetical, educational, and maqasid-
oriented treatment of issues related to fitrah, human behavior, and the regulation of desires in
light of Qur’anic values. The research problem arises from the weakening of the Qur’anic
innate dimension in guiding contemporary behavior and the dominance of materialistic
behavioral interpretations that overlook faith-based and ethical foundations. The study employs
the inductive method by tracing Qur’anic verses and exegetical indications related to fitrah and
its behavioral functions, as well as the analytical method to explore their maqasidic and
educational dimensions in regulating desires and guiding behavior. The study aims to provide
a comprehensive reading that combines textual induction with the analysis of ethical and
behavioral objectives. The findings reveal that innate awareness in the Qur’anic perspective
represents an internal mechanism of self-regulation that contributes to rationalizing behavior
prior to external control, and that Qur’anic maqasid activate the fitrah through remembrance
and reflection, thereby reinforcing balance between instinctive impulses and moral values. The
study recommends integrating the Qur’anic fitrah-based dimension into educational and
counseling programs to promote value-based behavior. Its significance lies in presenting a
comprehensive Qur’'anic model for behavioral reform that can be employed in education,
psychological counseling, and the construction of societal values.

Abstrak

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Abstract

This study examines the characters in the story of Prophet Yusuf (Joseph), as originally presented
in the Holy Quran and subsequently represented in Arabic and Malay literature. The study selects
Zahr al-Kimam fi Qissat Yusuf ‘Alayh al-Salam from Arabic literature and Hikayat Nabi Yusuf
from Malay literature as the primary texts for analysis. The research aims to compare the characters
portrayed in both Arabic and Malay literary traditions by identifying the most significant aspects
of influence and interaction between the two literatures, as well as exploring the similarities and
differences between them through explanation and analysis. The study focuses on the
representation of characters in the two selected works without conducting a detailed comparison
with the Qur’anic text, while taking into consideration the presence of certain Isra’iliyyat elements
in both texts. The research adopts descriptive methods through the study of the selected texts, in
addition to the analytical method in analysing their contents. It also employs the comparative
method based on the approach of the French School. The research result concluded that the most
prominent aspects of influence with effect between Arabic literature and Malay literature are the
prominent aspect of agreement in terms of the main characters in particular and in the secondary
characters with minor differences which the research stood on.

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Evaluating the Political Asylum System in Light of Islamic Shar’ah and International
Law: An Applied Study on Afghan Refugees in the State of Qatar

Menilai Suaka Politik Berdasarkan Syariah Islam dan Undang-undang Antarabangsa:

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Abstract

This study aims to evaluate the extent to which the political asylum system in the State of Qatar
adheres to general principles and fundamental rights of refugees, in accordance with the provisions
of Islamic Shari’ah and internationally recognized norms, treaties, and legal frameworks. The
study adopts a descriptive, analytical, and comparative methodology, combining theoretical
grounding in SharT’ah -based and international principles of asylum with an applied analysis
through a case study of Afghan refugees in Qatar. The findings indicate that, through the enactment
of the Political Asylum Law in 2018, Qatar has become a pioneer in the Gulf region in codifying
the right to asylum. The law provides an acceptable level of protection and rights for refugees,
aligning with many principles of Islamic Shari’ah and international law. However, the study also
identifies gaps that require improvement to achieve full compliance with international standards
and SharT’ah provisions, particularly in areas such as granting permanent residency or
naturalization, comprehensive legal protection, and freedom of expression. The case study of
Afghan refugees shows that Qatar has succeeded in providing a supportive environment that has
enhanced their sense of security, stability, and appreciation of the country’s political system. In
light of these findings, the study offers several recommendations, most notably: strengthening
opportunities for refugees’ economic and social integration; providing psychological support for
those affected by war trauma; exploring the possibility of granting long-term residency or offering
greater facilitation to improve long-term stability; enhancing transparency in asylum procedures;
and strengthening international cooperation with the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR).

Abstract

This study examines tribal wars in the State of Somalia as one of the most significant social and
political challenges affecting Somali society and stability, particularly since the collapse of the
central government in 1991. These conflicts have led to grave human rights violations and severe
humanitarian consequences, necessitating a scholarly inquiry that clarifies the Islamic
jurisprudential position on such conflicts and compares it with the provisions of contemporary
International Humanitarian Law (IHL). The objectives of the study are to: establish the
jurisprudential foundations concerning internal armed conflict in Islamic law; identify the Shari’ah
regulations governing warfare; analyze the legal framework regulating non-international armed
conflicts under International Humanitarian Law; and conduct a comparative analysis between the
two systems to highlight similarities and differences, ultimately offering practical
recommendations to mitigate such conflicts. The study adopts the inductive method to examine
relevant juristic and legal texts, the analytical method to evaluate scholarly opinions and legal
provisions, and the comparative method to identify areas of agreement and divergence between
Islamic jurisprudence and IHL. It also employs the descriptive method to present the reality of
tribal wars in Somalia. The findings reveal that tribal wars rooted in tribalism and revenge lack
legitimate justification under Islamic law and contradict the higher objectives of Shari’ah
particularly the protection of life, property, and honor. Furthermore, many practices associated
with these conflicts constitute clear violations of International Humanitarian Law, especially
concerning the protection of civilians and civilian objects. The study also demonstrates significant
convergence between Islamic legal principles and IHL in safeguarding non-combatants and
minimizing the effects of armed conflict. The study recommends promoting a culture of peace and
social reconciliation in Somalia, strengthening the role of religious scholars and traditional leaders
in raising awareness about the dangers of tribal fanaticism, aligning national legislation with
International Humanitarian Law standards, and supporting state-building and justice institutions
to help end tribal conflicts and achieve lasting stability.

The research problem lies in the clear disparity in the positions of the Abrahamic religions
regarding woman, and the fact that the principles of their laws are not always applied exactly as
stipulated in the texts, due to their intermingling with traditions and inherited practices.

It also seeks to highlight the components of the
Somali family and its roles in human and societal development, preserving values and morals,
and fostering religious and national awareness. The study employs an inductive and analytical
approach, through tracing the opinions of Islamic scholars and sociologists, as well as the
relevant texts from the Holy Qur’an and Sunnah to analyze the contemporary challenges facing
Somali families. The researcher concluded that the impact of globalization and media is one of
the greatest challenges facing the Somali Muslim family, and that one of the most important
means and mechanisms that enables the Somali family to persevere and maintain its stability
in light of these changes is to adhere to Qur’an and Sunnah, and to improve the upbringing of
the rising generation in light of Islamic law. The challenges facing the family are numerous, as
they include social, economic, cultural and technological aspects, which imposes a changing
reality that requires dealing with it consciously in an innovative approach. Hence, the urgent
need arises to develop and renew the guidance discourse for the family in a way that is
compatible with the changes of the times, and enables it to face these challenges efficiently and
maintain its cohesion and stability.

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Abstract

This study empirically sought to examine the nature of the role played by Human Resource
Development (HRD) strategies in enhancing and achieving creative leadership, with a focus
on the context of Islamic institutions in the Sultanate of Oman. The study population included
all administrative leaders in government Islamic institutions in the Sultanate of Oman. The
study adopted a quantitative descriptive approach to collect information on the study variables,
analyze them, and derive results. A questionnaire specifically designed for this study was used
to collect data from a sample of 231 leaders and administrators working in Islamic institutions,
who were selected using a random sampling method. The data were analysed using regression
analysis and other statistical methods through the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences
(SPSS). The study reached several key findings, the most important of which is the presence
of a statistically significant effect of Human Resource Development strategies-including
planning, recruitment, training, and rewards and incentives- on creative leadership in Islamic
institutions. The study also presented several recommendations, the most notable of which
include: giving greater attention to strategic human resource planning through the development
of foresight-support tools by leaders of Islamic institutions; updating recruitment methods;
preparing training programs that enhance creative thinking among leaders and administrators;
and using incentives as a tool to foster collective creativity.

The study aimed to examine the impact of administrative innovation on job performance at the
Consumer Protection Authority in South Al Batinah Governorate, Sultanate of Oman. The study
included all 85 employees and adopted a quantitative approach using a questionnaire covering
dimensions of administrative innovation (originality, flexibility, fluency, risk-taking, problem
sensitivity, and analysis) and job performance (quality and quantity). Data were analyzed using
SPSS, with a response rate of 82.45%. The findings revealed a strong, positive, and statistically
significant relationship between administrative innovation and job performance at the (0.05) level.
The results also showed no statistically significant differences attributed to demographic variables.
The study recommended enhancing administrative innovation within organizations due to its
important role in improving job performance, increasing employee efficiency, and achieving
organizational goals more effectively.

In light of the rapid advancement of artificial intelligence (AI) technologies and their
widespread integration across various sectors, new legal challenges have emerged,
particularly concerning civil liability for damages caused by AI systems. These
challenges are intensified by the absence of specific legal provisions governing Al-
related harm within many legal frameworks, including the UAE. This article aims to
examine civil liability for damages caused by Al applications from the perspective of
traditional legal theories, with a focus on vicarious liability and the theory of custody
of objects under the UAE Civil Transactions Law. It further evaluates the adequacy of
these theories in addressing the unique characteristics of Al-related harm, especially in
light of the increasing autonomy of such systems. The study adopts a descriptive-
analytical approach by examining relevant legal provisions and doctrinal opinions. The
findings indicate that while traditional theories provide a useful conceptual basis, they
remain insufficient in fully addressing Al-related damages and therefore require
legislative adaptation to ensure effective legal protection.

This study aims to analyze the reality of internal Shariah audit practices in Islamic
financial institutions in the State of Kuwait and to examine their direct and indirect
impact on the Shariah governance framework, within the scope of the legislations
and regulations set by the three supervisory authorities: the Central Bank of
Kuwait, the Capital Markets Authority, and the Insurance Regulatory Unit. The
significance of this study lies in being one of the pioneering academic works that
address internal Shariah audit as an independent topic, highlighting its institutional,
regulatory, and technical dimensions. The study adopts a multi-method approach
that includes: the inductive method to analyze legal texts and Shariah standards,
the historical method to trace the development of legislation governing the Islamic
financial industry in Kuwait, and the descriptive-analytical method to identify
practical and professional challenges. The findings indicate that internal Shariah
audit is a vital tool for enhancing sound governance, reducing Shariah-related risks,
and improving the quality of financial and investment decisions. The results also
reveal that the professional competence of Shariah auditors requires continuous
development, and that specialized training and the unification of professional
standards can contribute to improving performance quality.

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Abstract

This research examines the efforts of Kenyan Quranic reciters in serving the Holy Qur’an
through a scholarly study aimed at highlighting the reality and development of Quranic
education in Kenya, while also identifying the most prominent methodological and
organizational challenges it faces. The research employs a descriptive-analytical approach to
trace the fundamental concepts related to the reciter, the teacher, and the service of the Holy
Qur’an. It also addresses the origins and development of Quranic education in Kenya through
traditional Quranic schools (kuttab) and Quranic circles (halagaat), demonstrating their role in
Qur’an memorization and instilling Islamic values. The research also discusses traditional and
modern educational approaches to teaching the Holy Qur’an and the impact of contemporary
technologies on them. It concludes by highlighting the most significant challenges facing this
field, such as the inadequate pedagogical qualifications of some teachers, administrative and
financial shortcomings, and the absence of standardized criteria, while emphasizing the
importance of developing these efforts to ensure the continuity of service to the Holy Qur’an.
